1. Work required: GC 1.1.3

“construction and services required by the Contract Documents, whether completed or partially completed, and includes all other labor, materials, equipment and services provided or to be provided by the Contractor to fulfill the Contractor’s obligations.

2. familiarity with work: GC 1.2.2

Execution…is a representation that the Contractor has visited the site, become familiar with local conditions…and correlated personal observations with requirements of the Contract Documents.

3. intent: GC 1.2.3

The intent of the Contract Documents is to include all items necessary for the proper execution and completion of the Work by the Contractor.

4. work included: GC 1.2.3

The Contract Documents are complementary, and what is required by one shall be as binding as if required by all.

5. assignment of work: GC 1.2.4

Organization of the Specifications…shall not control the Contractor in dividing the Work among Subcontractors or in establishing the extent of Work to be performed by any trade.

6. returning documents: GC 1.3.1

The Drawings, Specifications, and other documents prepared by the Architect are instruments of the Architect’s service….The Contractor may retain one contract record set. All copies of them, except the Contractor’s record set, shall be returned or suitably accounted for to the Architect.

7. the Owner: GC 2.1

The Owner is the person identified as such in the Agreement…or the Owner’s authorized representative.

8. communications from Owner to Contractor: GC 2.2.6

The Owner shall forward all communications to the Contractor through the Construction Manager and…provide the same communications to the Architect.

9. Owner’s right to carry out the Work: GC 2.4.1

If the Contractor defaults or neglects to carry out the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents…the Owner may correct such deficiencies. In such case appropriate Change Order shall be issued deducting …the cost of correcting such deficiencies, including compensation for the Construction Manager’s and Architect’s…additional services…

10. the Contractor: GC 3.1.1

The Contractor is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement…or the Contractor’s authorized representative.

11. inconsistencies in documents: GC 3.2.1

The Contractor shall carefully study and compare the Contract Documents with each other and with information furnished by the Owner…and shall at once report to the Construction Manager and the Architect any errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered.

12. field measurements, existing conditions: GC 3.2.2

The Contractor shall take field measurements and verify field conditions and shall carefully compare such field measurements and conditions and other information known to the Contractor with the Contract Documents before commencing activities. Errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered shall be reported to the Construction Manager and the Architect at once.

13. comply with Contract Documents: GC 3.2.3

The Contractor shall perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents and submittals approved pursuant to Paragraph 3.12. (refers to Shop Drawings, Product Data, and Samples)

14. control of the Work: GC 3.3.1

The Contractor shall supervise and direct the Work, using the Contractor’s best skill and attention. The Contractor shall be solely responsible and have control over means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and for coordinating all portions of the Work…subject to overall coordination of the Construction Manager.

15. responsibility for employees, subs: GC 3.3.2

The Contractor shall be responsible to the Owner for acts and omissions of the Contractor’s employees, Subcontractors and their agents and employees, and other persons performing portions under a contract with the Contractor.

16. effect of tests and inspections on Contractor’s responsibilities: GC 3.3.3

The Contractor shall not be relieved of obligations…either by activities or duties of the Construction Manager or Architect…or by tests, inspections or approvals…

17. effect of other work: GC 3.3.4

The Contractor shall inspect portions of the Project related to the Contractor’s Work in order to determine that such portions are in proper condition to receive subsequent Work.

18. labor and materials: GC 3.4.1

Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay for labor, materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment and machinery, water, heat, utilities, transportation, and other facilities and services necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work, whether temporary or permanent and whether or not incorporated in the Work.

19. discipline: GC 3.4 2

The Contractor shall enforce strict discipline and good order among the Contractor’s employees and other persons carrying out the Contract.

20. ability to perform a jog: GC 3.4.2

The Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not skilled in tasks assigned to them.

21. condition of materials: GC 3.5.1

The Contractor warrants…that materials and equipment furnished under the Contract will be of good quality and new unless otherwise required…

22. quality of the Work: GC 3.5.1

The Contractor warrants…that the Work will be free from defects not inherent in the quality required or permitted, and that the Work will conform with he requirements of the Contract Documents.

23. taxes: GC 3.6.1

The Contractor shall pay…taxes legally enacted when bids are received.

24. permits: GC 3.7.1

Unless otherwise provided…the Owner shall secure and pay for the building permit and the Contractor shall secure and pay for all other permits and governmental fees, licenses and inspections necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work…required when bids are received.

25. compliance with regulations: GC 3.7.2

The Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by laws, ordinances, rules and regulations and lawful orders of public authorities bearing on performance of the Work.

26. site supervision and procedures: GC 3.9.1

The Contractor shall employ a competent superintendent and necessary assistants who shall be…at the Project site during performance of the Work. Important communications shall be confirmed in writing.

27. completion according to schedule: GC 3.10.1

The Contractor shall prepare and submit…a Contractor’s Construction Schedule…[that] shall not exceed time limits current under the Contract Documents…and shall provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the Work.

28. record documents, Contractor: GC 3.11.1

The Contractor shall maintain at the site…one record copy of the Drawings, Specifications, addenda, Change Orders and other Modifications…approved Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar required submittals. These…shall be delivered to the Construction Manager…upon completion of the Work.

29. samples as standards: GC 3.12.3

Samples are physical examples…[that] establish standards by which the Work will be judged.

30. beginning work before approval of submittals: GC 3.12.6

The Contractor shall perform no portion of the Work requiring submittal and review of Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals until the submittal has been approved…

31. verification of materials and conditions: GC 3.12.7

By approving and submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals, the Contractor represents that the Contractor had determined and verified materials, field measurements and field construction…or will do so, and has checked and coordinated the information…with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract Documents.

32. notification of revisions, Shop Drawings: GC 3.12.9

The Contractor shall direct specific attention…to revisions other than those requested.

33. use of site and surrounding area: GC 3.13.1

The Contractor shall confine operations at the site to areas permitted by law, ordinances, permits and the Contract Documents.

34. cutting and patching: GC 3.14.1

The Contractor shall be responsible for cutting, fitting or patching required to complete the Work or to make its parts fit together properly.

35. cleaning: GC 3.15.1

The Contractor shall keep the premises and surrounding area free from…waste materials or rubbish caused by operations under the Contract. At completion of the Work the Contractor shall remove…waste materials, rubbish, the Contractor’s tools, construction equipment, machinery and surplus materials.

36. the Architect: GC 4.1.1

The Architect is the person…identified as such in the Agreement…or the Architect’s authorized representative.

37. the Construction Manager: GC 4.2.1

The Construction Manager is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement…or the Construction Manager’s authorized representative.

38. communications between Owner and Contractor: GC 4.6.7

Except as otherwise provided…the Owner and the Contractor shall communicate through the Construction Manager, and shall…provide the same communications to the Architect. 

39. communications with Architect’s consultants: GC 4.6.7

Communications by and with the Architect’s consultants shall be through the Architect.

40. communications with subs and suppliers: GC 4.6.7

Communications by and with Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be through the Contractor.

41. communications with other contractors: GC 4.6.7

Communications by and with other Contractors shall be through the Construction Manager and…provided to the Architect.

42. rejection of work by the Architect: GC 4.6.10

The Architect will have authority to reject Work…, to require additional inspection or testing…whether or not such Work is fabricated, installed or completed…after notifying the Construction Manager.

43. rejection of Work by the Construction Manager: GC 4.6.10

Subject to review by the Architect, the Construction Manager will have authority to reject Work…require additional testing or inspection.

44. submittal processing: GC 4.6.11, 4.6.12

The Construction Manager will receive from the Contractor and review and approve all Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples…and transmit to the Architect those recommended for approval….The Architect will review and approve or take other appropriate action.

45. record documents, Construction Manager: GC 4.6.15

The Construction Manager shall maintain at the site…one record copy of all Contracts, Drawings, Specifications, addenda, Change Orders and other Modifications…approved Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar required submittals. These…will be delivered to the Construction Manager…upon completion of the Work.

46. Subcontractors: GC 5.1.1

A Subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct contract with the Contractor to perform a portion of the Work at the Site …or an authorized representative…. [It] does not include other Contractors or subcontractors of other Contractors.

47. Sub-subcontractors: GC 5.1.2

A Sub-subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct or indirect contract with a Subcontractor to perform a portion of the Work at the Site…or an authorized representative…

48. subcontractual relationships: GC 5.3.1

By appropriate agreement…the Contractor shall require each Subcontractor…to be bound to the Contractor by terms of the Contract Documents, and to assume toward the Contractor all the obligations and responsibilities which the Contractor…assumes toward the Owner, Construction Manager and Architect…

49. Contract Time: GC 8.1.1

…Contract Time is the period of time…allotted…for Substantial Completion of the Work.

50. day: GC 8.1.4

The term “day”…shall mean calendar day unless otherwise specifically defined.

51. time is of the essence: GC 8.2.1

Time limits…are of the essence of the Contract. By executing the Agreement the Contractor confirms that the Contract Time is a reasonable period of time for performing the Work.

52. Substantial Completion: GC 9.8.2

Substantial Completion is…when the Work or designated portion thereof is sufficiently complete…so the Owner can occupy or utilize the Work for its intended use.

53. safety responsibility: GC 10.1.1

The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the performance of the Contract.

54. safety of persons and property: GC 10.2.1

The Contractor shall take reasonable precautions for safety of, and shall provide reasonable protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to: 1.…employees…2. the Work and materials and equipment to be incorporated…on or off the site, under control of the Contractor or the Contractors Subcontractors or Sub-subcontractors. 3. other property at the site or adjacent thereto…4. construction operations by the Owner or other Contractors.

55. safety regulations: GC 10.2.2

The Contractor shall give notices and comply with applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and lawful orders…bearing on safety of persons or property or their protection from damage, injury or loss.

56. safeguards: GC 10.2.3

The Contractor shall erect and maintain…reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs and other warnings…

57. repair of damage: GC 10.2.5

The Contractor shall promptly remedy damage and loss…to property…caused in whole or in part by the Contractor, a Subcontractor, a Sub-subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them…

58. preventing damage from stored materials: GC 10.2.7

The Contractor shall not load or permit any part of the construction or site to be loaded so as to endanger its safety.

59. uncovering work: GC 12.1.1

If a portion of the Work is covered contrary to…request or to requirements…it must…be uncovered…and be replaced at the Contractor’s expense…

60. correction of rejected work: GC 12.2.1

The Contractor shall promptly correct Work rejected…or failing to conform to the requirements of the Contract Documents…. The Contractor shall bear costs of correcting such rejected Work, including additional testing and inspections and compensation for the Construction Manager’s and Architect’s services…

61. corrections period: GC 12.2.2

If, within one year after the date of Substantial Completion…any of the Work is found to be not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall correct it promptly.

62. payment for correcting work: GC 12.2.5

The Contractor shall bear the cost of correcting destroyed or damaged construction…caused by the Contractor’s correction or removal of Work…
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
